DEFINITIONS: 

Abandonment: A situation in which the parent or legal custodian of a child or, in the absence of a 
parent or legal custodian, the caregiver, while being able, has made no significant contribution to 
the child’s care and maintenance or has failed to establish or maintain a substantial and positive 
relationship with the child, or both. For purposes of this subsection, “establish or maintain a 
substantial and positive relationship” includes, but is not limited to, frequent and regular contact 
with the child through frequent and regular visitation or frequent and regular communication to or
